the area and possible solutions.  

      The syllabus is so formulated that from first semester to fourth semester   

there will be one core paper and two complimentary papers in each semester. 

One  complementary  paper is every semester will be  taken by the mother 

department (IInd IVth and VIth) and remaining three complementary papers (Ist 

IIIrd and Vth )will be taken by other departments. In fifth semester there will  be 

four core  courses and one open course. And in the last semester (VIth 

Semester) there will be four core courses and one choice based  core in which 

three choices  are provided .  In the last to semester combined, there will be a 

project and its evaluation and viva will be conducted in sixth semester .
